Or / Or Not?

When there are definite alternatives, "ol / f&3l 7/ Q" "athabaa /
kinbaa / baa" are used.

When distinct alternatives are set in question - such that the word "or"
really conveys "...or if not that then...", "SI" "naa" can be used,

especially if the sentence is worded briefly.

The wording of the sentence takes the form : "f&. . . 7" ".. ki...naa...".

For example:- "[s this belief good or bad?"
Q TR f& ofef = Tq?
e jagat' ki bhaala naa manda?
this world  ‘whether’ good or, if not, then is it bad?

Note that the words to be stressed in speech are the contrasted
options - "bhaala" and "manda" here.

If the second of the options is unspecified, then it is left as the

question "What?"
For example:-
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Do we all see peace - or if not then what?

R IRE I O || - S A T = Fr?
aamaraa sakal-i shaanti  dekhi, naa kii?
we all peace see , or, if not, then what.?

Note that in speech stress is put on the first option - "shaanti" here -
and again but stronger on the prompt "kii?"

If the second of the options is understood as the opposite or negative
of the first option, then it is not necessary to state the second idea in

full: "or not" will suffice. For example:-

Do we all see peace, or not?
