Review of Verb Tenses and Conjugations

The term conjugation applies to the joining of verb stems with
endings. These vary according to person and tense. They can be easily
grouped in Bengali according to three main families of verbs, each of
which has its own pattern:-

‡ In the second family there are just a few irregularities, which
have to be learned. These are mainly in "naL½Á yaaoyaa" ["to
go"] and in the pair of verbs "ÊiL½Á deoyaa" ["to give"] and
"ÊpL½Á neoyaa" ["to take"].  Each of these irregularities was
explained in the particular Study dealing with the tense where
such an irregularity occurs.

Furthermore, every action can be expressed in two styles, each of
which is spelt differently.  These are the longer "Sadhu" literary style
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and the shorter "Cholita" common colloquial style.

Although these verbs have been studied earlier, their collation here in
Grammars 53.3, 53.4 and 53.5 will help in their memorization.
